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News from Copenhagen

Tony Lloyd, Member of the British Delegation to the OSCE 
Parliamentary Assembly, has been appointed by the OSCE 
Chairperson-in-Offi ce, Kazakhstan’s Foreign Minister and 
Secretary of State Kanat Saudabayev, as Special Co-ordinator 
of the OSCE Short-Term Observer Mission to the 19 December 
presidential election in Belarus.

Mr. Lloyd has also been appointed by Assembly President 
Petros Efthymiou to head the OSCE PA’s delegation. Mr. Lloyd 
has long been active in the Parliamentary Assembly, serving 
on its Rules Committee as well as the Ad Hoc Committee on 
Transparency and Accountability in the OSCE.

OSCE PA Vice-President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev will 
serve as Deputy Head of the OSCE PA’s election observation 
mission. Mr. Tokayev, a former Kazakh foreign minister, is 
Chairman of the Senate of Kazakhstan and heads the Kazakh 
Delegation to the OSCE Parliamentary Assembly.

In accordance with the Co-operation Agreement between 
the PA and the OSCE/ODIHR from 1997, Mr. Lloyd will 
lead the short-term observers and deliver the post-election 

statement on behalf of 
the OSCE in Minsk on 
20 December.

The OSCE’s election 
observation mission is 
being deployed following 
an offi cial invitation 
from the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs of the 
Republic of Belarus. It 
will assess the election 
for its conformity with 
the OSCE commitments 
as stated in the 1990 
Copenhagen Document, 
to which Belarus has subscribed. 

The OSCE Parliamentary Assembly last observed elections 
in Belarus in September 2008, and expects to send around 60 
parliamentarians to observe the 19 December election.

Kiljunen reports on the 
situation in Kyrgyzstan
At last week’s Bureau meeting in Astana, OSCE PA Special 

Representative for Central Asia Kimmo Kiljunen (Finland) 
provided an overview of the developing situation in the 
Kyrgyz Republic.  

Mr. Kiljunen noted that the parliament of Kyrgyzstan was 
working to build a coalition in a fragile situation and needed 
continued OSCE support, including through the OSCE fi eld 
presence in the country. 

He reported on the progress of the International Independent 
Commission for Inquiry into the June interethnic violence 
in the southern part of the country, noting the gravity of the 
human tragedy that took place there.
