Dear Delegates,

Thank you for the trust you have placed in me as 
President of the OSCE Parliamentary Assembly and many 
thanks to the UK Parliament for hosting this important 
meeting. I look forward to seeing you all in Birmingham and 
engaging in fruitful, meaningful debates.
