This forum serves as an invaluable arena for members of 
delegations from our region to engage in meaningful exchanges, fortify collaboration, and plan a more 
prosperous trajectory for the South East European region. 

The convening of this forum in Tirana has underscored the profound benefits of collective action and co-
operation among parliamentarians in addressing common challenges and advancing shared interests. We 
are encouraged by the productive outcomes of our collaborative efforts thus far and remain firm in our 
commitment to harnessing the potential of the OSCE PA as a catalyst for positive change. 

While we acknowledge that unavoidable circumstances may have prevented some delegations from 
participating in this event, we express our strong hope that all delegations will be able to join us for future 
forums.
